    (INFLAMMATION AND ULCERATION OF THE GASTROINTESTINAL TRACT).
    MATERIAL IS EXTREMELY DESTRUCTIVE TO TISSUE OF THE MUCOUS MEMBRANES
    AND UPPER RESPIRATORY TRACT, EYES AND SKIN.
    INHALATION MAY RESULT IN SPASM, INFLAMMATION AND EDEMA OF THE
