Over the years, Lewis University has given its students the opportunity to 

encounter a vast array of experiences.  Best Buddies is just one of the academic and 

organizational programs available to all students.  I am sure, that each of you can tell 

your own story of what the Lewis community has done for you! 

Since the moment you walked onto a Lewis University campus, you became part 

of this Lewis Community, a community of people who have come together for teaching 

and learning, a community that emphasizes both knowledge and spirituality, and a 

community that most importantly accepted you for who you are and who you want to 

become.
